Winter is just around the corner, and as we prepare for the Fall season this means 

stocking the barn with hay before the rain!  AAEôs goal is to have 18 ton of hay 

stored in the barn by November 30th, 2010! 

 

With your help, this winter hay staple will be a reality.  Please consider becoming a 

monthly (or one-time) hay sponsor.  A ton of hay costs approximately $150.  At our 

current number (28 rescues) this requires feeding at least 6 ton of hay per month 

among our facilities!

Red, but she is affectionately 

referred to as òFillusó around 

the barn.  This lovely, youthful 

24 year old grey Thoroughbred 

mare is an ex -racehorse.  She 

stands about 16.2 hands tall!  

She is an exceptionally kind 

mare in the herd, living with 

two weanling fillies, and she 

gets along well with everyone.  

Fillus is nicely trained to ride, 

we are told she was used as a 

trail horse after her racing ca-

reer, and she certainly knows 

quite a bit under saddle!  She 

will direct or neck rein, moves of 

leg pressure, knows lateral work 

and is easy to catch, groom, trim 

and saddle.  

Although she has not yet been 

evaluated on trail, she does well 

in the arena and has medium 

energy suitable for the advanc-

ing intermediate rider.  

She does have some vices:  if left 

in a small enclosure without any 

buddiesñ she will pace and 

weave; and she bonds strongly 

to other horses, which results in 

separation anxiety when asked 

to leave alone.  She needs a very 

compatible pasture mate or a 

companion in a multiple horse 

home!  She has done very well 

on senior feed with beet pulp 

and rice bran, as she is a not an 

easy keeper with her high me-

tabolism (takes extra to feed all 

that height!)  Anyone that meets 

this regal mare is instantly 

smitten with her kind nature, 

youthfulness, and athleticism!
