3) understanding of the horse from approach and basic riding including the patience, 

respect and understanding that goes along with horsemanship.   

Phyllis was born into a life with horses in Escondido, California.  Phyllisõ family owned a dairy 

and several of the surrounding properties.  Their home overlooked the Fallbrook Riders Club 

Arena.  Before she was a teenager, Phyllisõ family relocated to a cattle ranch in Paradise Valley, 

Nevada, and ranch work became a daily lifestyle.  

At a very young age, while helping her parents plan trail rides, schooling shows, and rodeos, she 

began to master the basics in horse training and care.  By the age of 12, Phyllis had partici-

pated in and accomplished many facets of the horse world, including gymkhana, shows, roping, 

trail competition, overnight campouts and participating annually with Fallbrook Rodeo Day Pa-

rade.   

Over the years, Phyllis taught adults and their children, and requests for her lessons continued 

to grow.  Phyllis realized her horsemanship skills were a gift from her dad, Clarence Story.  

(Mr. Storyõs short bio and training saddle and tools are exhibited at the Historical Society in 

Fallbrook, California).  She also understood that she had acquired vast knowledge from her 

mentors and realized the value of the òGiftò.   

Today, Phyllis and her husband, Terry, own Terris Oak Ranch in Shingle Springs, a quiet and 

friendly family ranch and boarding facility.  Their barn is a converted historic building with a 

riding arena, round pen, and easy access to riding trails.  They also offer lessons and leasing.   

Phyllis and Terry have shared their love of horses with the rescue, and offered assistance by fos-

tering some of AAEõs riding horses during a time of serious need.  This past summer, Phyllis in-

corporated riding/lesson and training programs to help teach the rescue horses valuable skills 

that will offer them a future and help keep them off auction yards and feedlots.  

Phyllis feels very fortunate to be sharing her Gift in her retirement years and has been honored 

to play a part in rescuing slaughter bound horses and horses in need, as well as being welcomed 

as a volunteer at AAE, which she considers a perfect blend of the lives of the equine and the 

young and old alike!  Those who have helped a horse feel the wholeness of body and soul; the 

fulfillment of the bond.

This project is an enormous undertaking for AAEôs volunteer group; however, there is the possibility it will be 

spearheaded by a Peninsula Eagle Scout.   

The property will be accessible during January 2011 to complete a dismantling project that will be spearheaded 

by a Peninsula Eagle Scout.  There are at least 13 barns, shelters, and related structures and materials that need to 

be dismantled and transported back to AAE.  If you can help with deconstructing/dismantling the buildings and 

related features (e.g. fencing), staging materials, loading/transporting materials from Millbrae to El Dorado Hills, 

or any other aspect of the project, please contact AAE via email (info@allaboutequine.org).  These materials 

could used to help AAE build shelters, a covered roundpen, build a new hay barn, build an arena, or a multitude 

of other things.  Upgrading our facilities with recycled materials will allow AAE to enhance our volunteer pro-

gram and other programs to benefit horses and humans, too.   

A reconstruction project will be scheduled after materials are transferred.
